The Landscaping Workshop took place on Saturday, December 19th – as planned 

and promoted for well over 3 weeks prior. Notice went out via Facebook and the 

November newsletter. Present at the meeting: Board Members Dave Hodges, Ed 

Campbell, Adrienne Vining, Olin Barnett and Adam Crawford. There were as 

many as 6 residents in attendance. 

The workshop focus was modifications to the existing landscape contract. Some 

of the items discussed were:

• Removed all reference to irrigation – since contracts are separate. 

• Discussed the frequency of mulching.

• Flower rotations – does it make sense to have permanent flowers at all of

the monuments except the community center? Also – discussed reducing 

the number of times new flowers are installed at main monuments from 5 to 

4 times per year.

• Oak Trees – regular trimming on a schedule or as-needed basis?

• Palm Tree maintenance – booting vs. shaving and how many times/year? 

Cost to shave is nearly double the booting cost. Need professional opinion.

• Monthly Reports – discussed having the landscaper provide a monthly 

report on the conditions of our property and what they’re seeing. This will 

allow the community to understand from month-to-month where we are 

strong / weak and will provide a more accurate plan for the future.

• Smaller monuments – how do we landscape those to make them look 

consistent and/or provide a more robust look.

• Monument flowers – should they be perennials vs. annuals?

• Trash bins – landscapers need to empty cans in soccer field.

• Discussed how the contract defines trash, debris and waste. This is 

important because there is often trash, debris and waste left behind after 

landscaping.
